Quarterly Investment Report – March 31, 2021 

Background: 

Pursuant to Section 5.3 of the District’s Investment Policy, please find attached the Quarterly 
Investment Report for the three-month period ended March 31, 2021.  The investments held on 
behalf of the District totaled $117.4 million as of March 31, 2021.  Investment holdings are in 
compliance with the District’s investment policy, and consist of the following: $32 million are 
invested primarily in a laddered portfolio held by Bank of the West maturing at intervals from 6 
months to 5 years; and $44 million are invested in the State-run, pooled, money market fund for 
local agencies.  The Bank of the West laddered portfolio is managed by District staff while the 
Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF) is managed by the State Treasurer’s office.  Fiscal-year-
to-date investment earnings for all funds through the third (fiscal year) quarter are $118,810, which 
translates to an average weighted yield-to-maturity of 0.57%.  

The District’s Budget Stabilization funds are included in the laddered portfolio with Bank of the 
West.  At March 31, 2021, the District had approximately $20 million of Budget Stabilization 
funds under active management. These funds have earned $219,100 fiscal year-to-date, which 
represents an average combined weighted yield to maturity of 1.08%. 

Proceeds from the 2020 Certificates of Participation have been added to the District’s investment 
portfolio and are currently held at US Bank Trust.  The District has the ability to invest these funds 
in LAIF to maximize earnings until funds are needed for project costs.   

Most investments held by the District are either federal securities or FDIC-backed securities; those 
not federally insured are with commercial companies that carry the highest investment grade 
ratings.  As noted above, these investments are intended to be held to maturity.  However, given 
the continued decline in interest rates, the District’s federal securities are being called at the earliest 
date.  As a result, our Bank of the West portfolio is at $32 million while the short-term LAIF 
balance has grown to $79 million, including $35 million of Certificates of Participation 2020 
proceeds. 
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Also attached for the Board’s review is the retiree medical trust fund (CERBT) account statement 
through the quarter ended March 31, 2021.  Since inception, the fund has earned $15.5 million in 
investment earnings averaging about an 9.92% annual rate of return; including a net return for 
calendar year 2020 of 17.08%. The balance of the trust fund at March 31, 2021 is $42,158,922.  
These funds are managed by CalPERS and not included in the funds discussed above.  
 
Starting in April, the District has been making approximately $1 million per month contributions 
to the CERBT account, which serves two purposes.  One is to accelerate the paydown of the 
unfunded OPEB liability; and the second is to take advantage of the higher investment returns in 
the CERBT account; namely 600 basis points as compared to 57 basis points. 
 
Recommended Board Action:

Background: 
The District issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) for specialized, professional services 
associated with the Public Safety Building Construction Project, which included Geotechnical 
Observation, Special Inspection and Materials Testing Services.  Four responsive bids were 
received, and further negotiations were conducted with the two lowest bidders that resulted in the 
following final proposals: 

GEOCON Consultants, Inc. (Livermore, CA) $125,275 
Inspection Services, Inc. (Berkeley, CA)  $139,985 

Based on the RFP selection criteria, evaluation and feedback from references, staff is 
recommending the Board award the Public Safety Building specialized services contract to the 
lowest, responsive bidder, GEOCON Consultants, Inc.   In staff’s opinion GEOCON has a 
demonstrated track record of delivering the required services and the proposed cost is within the 
budget established for these services.  

Recommended Board Action: 
Staff recommends award of the specialized, professional services contract for Geotechnical 
Observation, Special Inspection and Materials Testing Services related to the San Ramon Public 
Safety Building construction project to GEOCON Consultants, Inc., consistent with their Scope 
Summary and Fee Estimate (attached) and the provisions contained in the RFP; and that the 
Board authorize the Fire Chief, or his designee, to execute a final contract with GEOCON 
Consultants, Inc.

To treat and transport medical patients and control small fires, the first-due unit should arrive within 7 minutes total response time, 90 percent 
of the time from the receipt of the call in fire dispatch.

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Goal 4 
Effective Response Force (First Alarm) for Urban Areas of Greater than 2,000 People per Square Mile 
To confine fires near the room of origin and to treat up to 5 medical patients at once, a multiple-unit response of at least 15 personnel should 
arrive within 13 minutes total response time from the time of 911 call receipt, 90 percent of the time. This equates to 1 minute dispatch time, 2 
minutes crew turnout time and 10 minutes travel time spacing for multiple units. Suburban areas should receive the full first alarm within 14 
minutes total response time, 90 percent of the time with the goal to limit the fire spread to the area already involved upon the arrival of the 
effective response force.  For rural areas, this should be 21 minutes, 90 percent of the time. Outcome goals in these areas would be to confine 
fires to the building of origin and to care for medical patients.

Hazardous Materials Response 
Respond to hazardous materials emergencies with enough trained personnel to protect the community from the hazards associated with the 
release of hazardous and toxic materials. Achieve a total response time consistent with Goal 1, Goal 2 and Goal 3 with the first company capable 
of operating at the California OSHA First Responder Operations (FRO) level. After size-up and scene evaluation is complete, a determination will 
be made whether to request the on-duty District Hazardous Materials Team and/or other appropriate resources. 
 
Goal 6 
Technical Rescue 
Respond to technical rescue emergencies with enough trained personnel to facilitate a successful rescue. Achieve a total response time 
consistent with Goal 1, Goal 2 and Goal 3 with the first company capable of operating at the California Rescue System 1 (RS1) level. After size-up 
and scene evaluation is complete, a determination will be made whether to request the on-duty District Rescue Team and/or other appropriate 
resources. 
 
Goal 7 
Call processing and turnout times 
A concentrated focus will be placed on systems, training and feedback measures to crews to lower dispatch and turnout time reflex measures to 
national best practices of 1 minute for dispatch and 2 minutes for fire crew turnout, 90 percent of the time. 
 
Goal 8 
Effective Response Force for Advanced Life Support (ALS) Medical Emergencies 
To treat medical patients requiring advanced procedures and skills (defined as Charlie, Delta or Echo), a two-unit response consisting of one 
paramedic-staffed ambulance and one additional paramedic-staffed unit for a response force of at least five personnel should arrive within 6 
minutes travel time in urban areas and 7 minutes travel time in suburban areas, 90 percent of the time.  For rural areas, excluding Mt. Diablo 
State Park, personnel should arrive within 18 minutes travel time 90 percent of the time.
