RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE SAN RAMON VALLEY  

FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT DECLARING SEASONAL AND RECURRENT 

NUISANCES PERTAINING TO THE EXTERIOR HAZARD ABATEMENT PROGRAM  

(EXTERIOR HAZARD ABATEMENT) 

 

WHEREAS, California Health & Safety Code (“HSC”) § 14875 et seq. allows the San Ramon 

Valley Fire Protection District (“District”) to abate hazardous dry grass, weeds, dead trees and/or rubbish 

(“weeds”) that it declares a public nuisance; and 

 

WHEREAS, one of the primary components of the District’s Exterior Hazard Abatement 

Program is providing annual notices to property owners of the need to clear weeds from their properties 

constituting fire hazards; and 

 

WHEREAS, these properties, as determined by the District, through its knowledge and 

inspection of these properties during the life of the Exterior Hazard Abatement Program, are subject to 

seasonal and recurrent dry grass, weeds, dead trees, and/or rubbish constituting nuisances; and 

 

WHEREAS, as part of the District’s Exterior Hazard Abatement Program, HSC § 14900.5 

authorizes the San Ramon Valley Fire Protection Board (“Board”) to declare that (a) the nuisances 

arising from dry grass, weeds, dead trees, and/or rubbish (“weeds”) on properties are “seasonal and 

recurrent” and (b) such “seasonal and recurring nuisances” shall be abated every year without further 

hearing; and 

 

WHEREAS, HSC § 14900.6 further provides that in the case of weeds which have previously 

been declared to constitute a seasonal and recurring notice, it is sufficient for the District to mail a post 

card notice to the owners of the property as they and their addresses appear upon the current assessment 

roll advising them to abate said public nuisances by removal of weeds, and that otherwise they will be 

removed and the nuisance will be abated by the District, in which case the cost of such removal shall be 

assessed upon the lot and lands from which or in front of which such weeds are removed and that such 

cost will constitute a lien upon such lots or lands until paid; and 

 

WHEREAS, such a declaration by the Board will enhance the efficiency and effectiveness of 

the District’s Exterior Hazard Abatement Program. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, DETERMINED, AND ORDERED by the San 

Ramon Valley Fire Protection District Board that: 

 

1. Each of the recitals of this Resolution No. 2026-04 are found to be determinations of fact 

which are true and correct. 

 

2. The Board hereby finds and declares public nuisances arising from dry grass, weeds, dead 

trees, and/or rubbish on all properties within the District boundary are “seasonal and recurrent” as that 

term is used in HSC § 14900.5. 

 

3. The Board hereby finds and declares that such seasonal and recurring nuisances shall be 

abated every year without further hearing.

previously been declared to constitute a seasonal and recurring notice, it is sufficient for the District to 

mail a post card notice to the owners of the property advising them to abate said nuisances as further set 

for under HSC § 14900.6.

Subject: Approval of Expenditure for Districtwide Public Safety Mailer 

Background 

The Fire Prevention Division is preparing for our 2026 annual public outreach to provide the 

community with wildfire preparedness and defensible space information. This effort allows us to 

satisfy the Insurance Services Office (ISO) Public Protection Classification requirements for fire 

safety education and provides the necessary annual notification for the District’s Exterior Hazard 

Abatement (EHA) Program for weed abatement. 

For 2026, staff decided to move the annual public safety mailer to April to combine it with the 

required EHA notification. This consolidation allows the District to meet both requirements 

through a single Districtwide mailing. However, because this mailer was previously conducted in 

October, shifting it to April resulted in an unbudgeted expense for the current fiscal year. 

To improve the October 2025 mailing—which resulted in over 800 undeliverable pieces—we have 

selected a local print and mailing company. This vendor provides verified address data to ensure 

greater delivery accuracy. 

Financial Impact 

The total cost for printing and distributing the Districtwide mailer is $31,766.14. Staff believes 

there will be sufficient budget savings in other areas to offset this additional cost. Therefore, no 

budget adjustment is needed at this time. 

Recommended Board Action 

Approve an expenditure of $31,766.14 for printing and mailing a Districtwide public safety and 

weed abatement notification mailer for the 2026 EHA Program.

Subject: Station 31 Project: Cellular Tower Material Purchase 

Background 

Relocating the existing 80-foot cellular tower is the critical first phase of the Station 31 

construction project. The existing tower must remain fully operational until the new one is 

completed to ensure the District and EBRCS maintain vital communication capabilities. 

Demolition for Station 31 cannot begin until this transition is finished. 

At the February 25, 2026 Regular Board Meeting, the Board of Directors approved $350,000 for 

this relocation, covering site preparation, design fees, permits, materials and construction. 

The District has received a quote of $30,925 from Valmont Industries for the 80-foot self-

supporting steel tower materials and foundation design. Valmont has a strong history of working 

with TRYG Inc. on these specialized projects.  

The construction of the tower will be a separate expense, and all related contracts and financing 

agreements will be presented for Board approval at a future date. 

Financial Impact 
The cost of materials to construct the tower was part of the $350,000 estimate previously approved 

by the Board. As a reminder, AT&T will reimburse the District for 50% of the tower construction 

cost upon completion and the remaining costs are eligible for reimbursement through future 

financing proceeds for the larger Station 31 project. 

Recommended Board Action 
Authorize staff to purchase an 80-foot self-supporting tubular steel tower from Valmont 
Industries in the amount of $30,925 for the Station 31 project.

Supplier will not accept Product returned to it for repair or replacement, unless Supplier is previously notified of the defect in writing and 
the return or correction is authorized by Supplier in writing.  Any Product deemed by Supplier, in its sole discretion, to be defective in material or workmanship will be repaired or replaced, at 
Supplier’s option, F.O.B. Supplier’s plant.
